In response to the success of previous offerings, and the demand from school divisions, Saskatoon Public Schools is pleased to announce that Driver Education will be available in Fall 2009 through Interactive Televised Instruction (ITI) on Saskatchewan’s E-Learning Satellite Network.

Saskatoon Public Schools will offer the Driver Education program from their studio through SCN.  The program will only be offered if there are sufficient registrations.  Registration will be administered by Saskatoon Public Schools for a fee of $65.00 (15.00 non-refundable registration fee, 50.00 tuition fee) per student.  Registrations, WITH PAYMENT, must be submitted by Friday, June 26, 2009.  Scheduled program dates are Tuesday, September 8, 2009 through to Thursday, October 29, 2009 from 12:00 to 13:00.  Classes will be delivered Monday to Thursday unless otherwise noted.
Due to scheduling, if there are other courses being offered through the televised network during the noon hour period, a second receiver will be required.

Schools and school divisions will be required to provide:

· Supervisory support for the broadcast component to ensure attendance requirement is met.
· The contact information (e-mail, phone number, fax number and school address and supervisors contact information) needs to be included on the registration form.

Schools are asked to make the in-car arrangements with a Driver Educator who will, for the first day of class, provide:

· Drivers’ handbooks, co-pilots manuals and Graduated Driver’s Licensing Program brochure.

The in-car educator should also supply the supervising teacher with:

· Drivers Licences and Basic Auto Insurance brochures and Home-Based Practice Log Sheets for Learner Drivers.

· Make arrangements to administer the written exam and arrange for vision tests.

· Complete the Driver Examination Certificates and other related documentation.
It is imperative the school have a designated driver educator well in advance of the class start date.
