OTHER QUICK ACTIVITIES
1. Discover objects relating to TEXTURE which can be described as slick, hard, rough, soft, slimy, velvety, coarse, knobby, ribbed, furry, hairy, waxy, spongy, lumpy, prickly, etc.

2. Look for evidence of life above and around water including insects, algae, other plants, worms, frogs, etc.

3. Look for wild flowers. Examine them for the number, colour, size, and shape of the petals.

4. Discover objects relating to SHAPE (oval, round, square, etc), COLOUR, SIZE (narrow, large, tall, thick, small), DENSITY (solid, thick, hollow, porous, non-porous, heavy, light).

5. Lay out an area of about 1,000 square centimeters (or about 1 square foot) of ground using a piece of string. Categorize various forms of plant and animal life found in this area.
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
