Environmental Awareness



SOUND
What is sound? Discuss with students. Sounds are part of your environment. Ask a few questions like these:

· What sounds help you? (fire alarms)

· Are there sounds that bother you? (mosquitoes buzzing, dogs barking)

· What are natural sounds? (birds, wind, rain, thunder)

· Do you hear sounds made by people?

· When does sound become noise?

· What is noise?

Take your class on a listening walk. Listen to all the sounds in your environment. Listen for sounds that are near, far, loud, soft, things they see, things they can’t see, sounds of people, sounds of nature, and sounds they might consider to be noise.

Follow Up: 

· Write a story using the sounds they have hear. 

· Use the power of poetry to write sound poems and literary devices like alliteration to make “Sound Full” poems.

· Home survey of sounds.

· Categorize sounds into classes (they decide).
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
