Touch – Let’s Find Texture
Activity:
Using the surroundings in your classroom, discuss all the textures that the students can see and feel. You should have a few samples to see and to touch, or have your class touch various things in your classroom. Next, have your student’s list words that describe texture. Your list may include words like rough, smooth, dry, wet, fuzzy, coarse, jagged, and prickly. Discuss the words and have your class give and example of each.

Each student needs a bag for collecting objects.

Take your class out onto the playground to look for objects with texture. These may be natural or human made. The natural objects the kids collect must be loose and in abundance. No destroying of nature. Have the students sort their objects collected by texture.

Follow Up Activities:

With the found objects classify as natural or human made; make a collage; sort according to texture terms; play a guessing game where blindfolded children need to guess what they are holding.
Set up a feel box as a learning centre. Construct feel boxes using a shoe box or a box of similar size. Cut a hole in one end and tape the top on. This hole should be large enough to get your hand in. Glue a sock that has the toe cut off or a sock cuff around the hole. This allows children to put their hand in without seeing what they touch.
